The Easyfield is the winner of the prestigious “Red Dot” German Engineering Design Award for innovation, functionality, formal quality, ergonomics, durability and self-explanatory quality.  

The Easyfield can do the popular tests of suprathreshold, fast threshold and full threshold and the 30-2, 24-2 and 10-2 grids.  It is a real perimeter that can do static perimetry out to 30º.  It has a built-in printer, CCD camera for fixation control, color LCD display and has an instant-on feature so one doesn’t have to wait for the unit to “boot-up”.  It has a small footprint (11” x 17”) and weighs 12 pounds.

Its 30 cm radius bowl fulfills the important Goldmann standard for optimum target stimuli size and shape and the Easyfield also exceeds the ISO-norm 12866 for perimeters that no other small perimeter does.  It is easy to work with as it provides various printouts such as gray scale, age related deviations, corrected deviations, cumulative loss curve, indices calculations, and statistics.  Maintenance is almost non-existent as it has no light bulbs and no moving parts.

The console will store 40,000 patient exams and should you wish to download them to another computer, it can be accomplished through the Easyfield’s serial port.
